e Pairs - Create o double set of the words your child is finding tricky. Pick up two
cards at a time until they find a pair. Can they verbally spell it out to you?

o Flip, Read, Letters and Write - Your child can lean their spellings in four quick
steps. Have the child flip over a card, read it, spell out the letters and then write it
down

o Look, cover; write, check - Fold a piece of paper into three columns and lahel. Write
the word in the first column and have your child look in detail at the letters and
shapes. Cover the first column by folding it back. Next, get them to copy the word
in the next column. Finally, check the word, by unfolding the paper. Fold again and
repeat with the final column. Do one set each day, not all at once

e Pocket Cards - Make small cards to keep in your pocket or bag and when you are
